SCHOOL RULES

The basic rights of all Students of the NPEI “The

The disciplinary action chosen will depend upon a
number of factors including how often the
behaviour is exhibited, attitude of the Student when
corrected and previous incidences of disruptive
behaviour or failure to complete work.

If a Student behaves in a discourteous manner when
corrected, this will automatically make the
consequences more severe.

Valuables:

1. Do not bring valuables to School unless it
is absolutely necessary. The School will not
be responsible for any lost or damaged
items.

2. Theft of another person’s property is a very
serious offence and will entail the
termination of the present Agreement by
the School unilaterally.

Respect for other people:

1. All Students of the NPEI “The British
International School” community should
talk in a calm and polite way with each
other avoiding aggressive and threatening
actions.

2. Students should carry out instructions from
teachers immediately.

3. If a Student feels that he/she has not been
treated fairly, he/she should discuss the
matter with his/her form tutor and a senior
teacher of the School. He/she may, if
he/she wishes, ask his/her parents to raise
the issue.

Inadmissible behaviour at School:

1. Students should always think of others and
avoid behaviour which may be considered
as discriminatory, bullying or threatening to
the life and health of other students,
teachers and other members of the school
staff. It is understood that cases which
endanger the welfare of others may involve
any direct actions carried out by a student
or carried out by another at the instigation
of the same student directly or indirectly
intended to abuse, frighten or inflict
psychological discomfort.

2. The Grossest violation is discrimination

based on race, religion or ethnicity, as well
as the use of physical force against other
students.

3. In communication in the School the
Students must not use discourteous and
obscene expressions (in any language).

Subjects and substances, prohibited at School:

1. Weapons (of any kind, including gas and
(or) pepper sprays), narcotic substances,
cigarettes and similar products (of any
kind, including tobacco  products,
electronic cigarettes, devices for electronic
smoking and (or) steaming of nicotine-
containing and non-nicotine fluids) as well
as alcoholic beverages are prohibited in the
School. Violation of any condition
specified in the given item shall entail
immediate termination of the present
Agreement by the School unilaterally.

Attendance and Punctuality:

1. The Student is required to attend all lessons
conducted by the School, including lessons
conducted using various educational
technologies that allow students and
teachers to interact indirectly (at a
distance), including using e-learning and
distance educational technologies or in
another manner provided for by the
legislation of the Russian Federation.

2. If a Student needs to be absent, he/she
should bring a note signed by the parent or
guardian requesting permission to leave
and a clear reason of absence.

3. A Student is expected to arrive on time at
School in the beginning of the lesson.
